Don Bosco set up a model of youth ministry based on young people’s need for a home, (a sense of belonging), a school (a need to learn and grow) a church (a place to find meaning, mystery and life direction) and a playground  ( a need to relax, celebrate and be playful).      


We call it the oratory model.
